Scott reported that his original concerns included his belief that grading practices in our schools do not 
provide an accurate representation of student learning.  He felt there is a difference in the performance of 
students at the highest level compared to the lowest level and grades should reflect that.  Mr. Scott said 
board members involved in the inappropriate emails should resign. 
 
 
Tom Graham noted that he was pleased to see the District Strategic Plan was on the agenda and being 
discussed.  Mr. Graham reported that he and others had spent a lot of time on the development process of 
the Strategic Plan and he looked forward to continued discussion.

In order to fill the unexpired term of Director District No. 3 vacated by Dixie Randall, the Board reviewed 
the appointment of Cindy Wright, the lone applicant, to serve until the November election. 
 
MOVED by Board Member Eggers and SECONDED by Board Member Cetto to approve the appointment 
of Cindy Wright to fill the unexpired term of Director District No. 3 by roll call vote:

Acting Board Chair Hawkins opened the nominations for the position of school board president to serve the 
next one-year term.   
 
Board Member Gibbs 
seconded the nomination.  Hearing no other nominations Acting Chair Hawkins closed the nomination for 
president.

The roll call vote was unanimous for Brad Hawkins to serve as school board president.  Board President 
Hawkins resumed the elections. 
 
Board President Hawkins opened nominations for the position of vice president.  Board Member Gibbs 
nominated Annette Eggers to serve as school board vice president.  The nomination was seconded by Board 
Member Cetto.  Hearing no other nominations Board President Hawkins closed the nomination for vice 
president.  By roll call vote:

The roll call vote was unanimous for Board Member Eggers to serve as school board vice president. 
 
The legislative representative position is a two year term.  Board Member Gibbs was elected to this 
position on September 12, 2006 and would serve until July 2008.   
 
Board President Hawkins requested the Board reaffirm the selection of Board Member Gibbs to the 
legislative representative position.  Board Member Cetto nominated Chris Gibbs to continue to serve as the 
legislative representative.  The nomination was seconded by Board Member Wright.

C. Re-districting School Director District – Resolution No. 2007-7. 
In order for the Douglas County Auditor to take the procedural steps required by law to assure this 
proposition shall be submitted to voters of Douglas County on November 7, 2007 requires the Board of 
Directors to approve Resolution 2007-7, which authorizes the Superintendent to transmit said resolution to 
the Douglas County Auditor. 
 
MOVED by Board Member Gibbs and SECONDED by Board Member Cetto to authorize the 
Superintendent to immediately transmit to the Douglas County Auditor a copy of Resolution No. 2007-7 in 
order for the Auditor to take all procedural steps required by law to assure that this proposition shall be 
submitted to voters of Douglas County.  The motion CARRIED. 
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DISCUSSION ITEM(S) 
 
A. District Strategic Improvement Plan 
Superintendent Christensen encouraged continuing participation in restructuring the District’s plan and 
stressed the importance of the entire district taking ownership in the process.  After reviewing the plan, he 
felt the District had a good start, but would like to see the finished plan as a short and concise document.  
The plan needs to follow state and federal guidelines.  Superintendent Christensen reported that he would 
request school presentations reflect how the program fits and/or relates to the strategic plan.   
 
B. Board Operating Protocol 
Board members were provided a packet of copies which included the latest draft of School Board’s 
Operating Protocol, Policy 1011 – Code of Ethics, and Policy and Procedure 1620 – Board-Superintendent 
Relationship.    Superintendent Christensen requested the board review and determine whether to keep 
them as individual documents or mesh the three into one document.  The consensus was to look at a draft 
combination of the three documents.
