January 15 is early release for teacher training. School is dismissed at noon. Kenroy teachers will be 
receiving introductory training on Guided Language Acquisition Design (GLAD), a program to assist 
English language learners. Six Kenroy teachers will be going to an in-depth training in this program 
later in January and February. Also on January 15 teachers will be working collaboratively in grade-
level teams to plan units of instruction for our new math program, Math Expressions. Paraeducators 
will also be meeting during part of the inservice time for training. Kenroy employees are very thankful 
for this precious time for collaboration and inservice training!

Kenroy will be having a �penny drive� to collect money for earthquake victims 
in Haiti. Money will be collected in each classroom through Friday, January 22.

“What Parents Can Do To Help At Home To 
Help Your Elementary Child Read Better.”

� �Support and encourage your child. Realize that he or she is 
likely frustrated by reading.

� �Check with your child�s teachers to �nd out their assessment 
of your child�s word decoding skills.

� �If your child can decode words well, help him or her build 
speed and accuracy by:

� �Reading aloud and having your child match his voice 
to yours.

� �Having your child practice reading the same list of 
words, phrases, or short passages several times.

� �Reminding your child to pause between sentences and 
phrases.

� �Read aloud to your child to provide an example of how 
�uent reading sounds.

� �Give your child books with predictable vocabulary and clear 
rhythmic patterns so the child can �hear� the sound of �uent 
reading as he or she reads the book aloud.

� �Use books on tapes; have the child follow along in the print 
copy.
