 2) Applications must include a narrative with these labeled sections: 
 ⇒ INTRODUCTION:  Tell us briefly about yourself. 
 ⇒ LEADERSHIP:  Describe your leadership activities in high school. 
 ⇒ GOALS:  What are your career goals? 
 ⇒ OPPORTUNITY:  What does the opportunity to attend higher ed. mean to you? 
 ⇒ HARDSHIP/BARRIER:  Describe any hardship/barriers that make your path to 

higher education complicated or difficult.
